MEKETING MINUTHS

5 January 2009 Regular Meeting
Central Railway Museum

CEO Jim Reece called the meeting to order at 7:15PM
New members Harry Kelly and Frank James were
introduced. Paymaster, Bob Folsom provided a
treasurer's reported indicating $1200 in currently
outstanding checks. Anticipated expenditures ohelu
$1600 for advertising, $1000 for rent for the Batjwe
Gymnasium, $960 for table rental, and $700 in ckang
for the show. Mr. Folsom asked that those working
the train museum get prior authorization for any
purchases.

Insurance

Glenn Nasworthy reported that adding business patso
property insurance to our current liability planwa cost
$637 per year on top of the $379 per year that we
currently pay for liability coverage. This incligle
$15000 worth of coverage with a $500 deductible.
Raising the deductible to $1000 lowers the prentiom
$605 per year. Either of these policies includesler

for the portable layout, valued at $5000. Richdichols
asked if the policy included vandalism and if theses a
discount for the alarm system. Mr. Nasworthy iatic
that the insurer was aware of the alarm; the vasmal
guestion was not answered definitively. In respdias
guestions about the value of the building's content
Nasworthy said that the Heritage Insurance recorden
taking pictures of the content of the building.

There was continued discussion of getting 100% NMRA
membership to obtain coverage from their insurabag,

at $36 per person per year, the total bill for NMRA
membership (about $1152) would exceed the costeof t
total package from our insurer ($1016) and would
provide us with only liability coverage. Mr. Nasttly

said that he thought that property insurance wasgadbte
through NMRA at additional expense. At Bruce
Gathman's suggestion, a poll was taken of the ptese
members revealing that 6 out of 20 had current NMRA
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membership. Mr. Nasworthy read some additional
information about the limitations of NRMA liability
coverage. Possibilities of contacting insurers tha
advertise layout insurance in the modeling magazane
the city's insurer were also proposed.

Mr. Folsom checked and found that our current iasce
was due for renewal in July. Mr. Reece proposatah
committed study the matter. Mr. Nasworthy putHaat
motion to purchase liability coverage from the eutr
time through July from Heritage Insurance, whilengs
the time until then to study the issue further.. Mr
Gathman seconded the motion and it passed without
opposition.

Central Railway Festival

Ron Keith reported the arrangements for the Central
Railway Festival, a joint venture with the Centaéa
Business Council and Clemson Area Chamber of
Commerce. The festival now has about a $10,000
budget. A lot of ideas, such as getting an NS amit
display, have been brought up, but Mr. Keith thdubht
many may be too late for implementation this yea€
DOT has approved blocking Hwy 93 from Watkins 8t. t
Church St. on Friday night, allowing traffic to dit to
Werner St. On Saturday, Hwy 93 will be blockedson
larger section from Bank St. to Pepper St. An ADA
waver has been obtained for the caboose and thhast
agreed to make the exterior modifications to theemmn
to make it ADA compliant.

We will have a small train show in a main stredtding

Mr. Keith made and Mr. Gathman secoladed
motion to grant Howard Garner authority to continue
representing the club in dealing with the IRS. sThi
motion was passed unanimously. The specific questi
from the IRS regarded the nature of the merger thigh
“Inc." organization, a topic on which they requésteore
documentation. They also need some form of assearan
that all donations from CRM&HA will be to 501.c3
organizations. Mr. d'Entremont asked if this would
preclude paying other clubs for services, suchringing

a layout to a show, and Mr. Garner replied that he
thought this would still remain acceptable.

Portable Layout

Jim Mclnnis reported that Rob Seel's work on the
backdrops had been outstanding and that the iaside
outside of the layout framework had been repainted.

Central Railway Museum

Material costs of $456 for building renovations wer
reported to the city this month. The city has oesjed to
our request for a phone line, saying that theynate
interested in paying for this service. The locksdbeen
changed on the exterior doors and new ones indtatie
doors between the exhibit spaces and the meetorg ro
and kitchen. Club members will need to come in the
front door and will have keys to this and the iiaier
doors. Their alarm codes will deactivate the entir
system from the pad at the front door. Represegatof
the city will be given keys to the back door araral
codes for only the meeting room and kitchen.

Mr. Folsom said that the kitchen and bathroom
renovations were moving along. Fiberglass-backeyl vi
flooring will cost $1254, installed, which is reiontsable
by the city. A motion to have this floor installpedssed
unanimously. We need to work in the storage area,
install cabinets in the kitchen, and have an aoiaii

electrical circuit to run. There was continueccdssion
of blocking the windows or reinforcing them with
polycarbonate. We need more information about the
weathering and price of this material and also need
consider how to mount is appropriately before we ca
proceed with a decision on this.

Mac McMillin reported that the American Flyer loop
the Heritage room is running and that the Lionejage
is getting set up. We will also have a loop ohdtrd
gauge, running a train acquired by Dennis Moriarty
during WWII. This train has been estimated to been
manufactured in 1931 or 1932.

In lieu of a program, there was a detailed disaussf
logistics for the train show. Notable developments
include Bruce Gathman indicating 5-6 people would
bring live steam to operate for most of the shoa an
Steve Zonay reporting that 112 tables had alreaéy b
sold, compared to 74 total last year. There wa br
discussion of donation acceptance policy. Mac MiaMi
said that the club should not accept any donatiotis
conditions attached. Mr. Gathman concurred ardl sai
that this was "standard museum policy". There meas
opposition to these suggestions, but neither wasnaal
policy made,
