CHAPTER 8
THE MODERN ERA: 1962 AND BEYOND

1962 — The Central Railroad Re-incorporates

Under Erwin Painter’s leadership, t@entral Railroad
re-incorporated and reformed as @entral Railway.
Given the declining fortunes of the railroad dudoss of
several staple industries coupled with the impemeind
of Central's trackage rights to the Greenville-Toccoa
corridor, Painter began organizing a merger with th
Southern Railway. In 1962, theCentral Railroad
officially re-incorporated into th€entral Railway as a
subsidiary of th&outhern Railway system. As part of
the merger agreement, Painter remained a€¢imn¢ral’s
president.

As a result of the merger, Painter immediately arde
that all of theCentral’'s motive power repainted in
Southern’s paint schemes, citing that he was “tired of
those damn blue engines”. An elderly Jocelyn Johnso
and the descendants of Jackson Daniels requiredttha
least the excursion trains retain the original pagheme
that was a part of the railroad’s heritage. Relitya
Painter was forced to agree.

As Central’s road units came into the shops for
maintenance, they were repainted in$oeithern
Railway livery, although they retained ti@entral’'s

name and reporting marks. By 1965, the last of the
Central Railway’s diesels pulled out of the paint shop
wearingSouthern livery.

In 1963, Painter retired the last of the steamreeggthat
were not in excursion service. At this point in the
Central’s history, the only steam locomotives left
operating in regular service were pulling worktigaiAs
of 1963, the earliest of tieéentral's diesels were
relegated to work train duty and to road switchimg
favor of newer, more powerful engines on revenue
freights.

Northern

1967 — Pickens to Greenville sold to Pickens Radlro

Shortly after theCentral’s Centennial Celebration in
1977, Erwin Painter retired from ti@entral Railway
after a 48-year career with the company. Followisy
retirement, a series of uninspiriSguthern Railway
junior executives filled and vacated the subsidgary
presidency with alarming regularity. Fearing treoheus
losses due to the instability and unreliabilitycompany
leadershipCentral Railway stockholders asked the
Southern Railway to buy them out in a stock trade.
Southern eventually agreed and in a 2 for 1 stock trade,
theCentral Railway became a division of tifgouthern
Railway in 1980.

1982 — Central Railway Becomes a Branch
Division of Norfolk Southern

In 1982, following the merger of tf&outhernand the
Norfolk & Western railroads intd\orfolk Southern,
theCentral Railway became a branch division of the
Norfolk Southern Corporation.

WhenNorfolk Southern decided that having train crews
ride in cabooses was too dangerous, they replaesal t
with FREDSs on the last car of a consist. Most cakeo
were either donated to various historical socieatiesold
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to smaller railroads and branch lines. Tentral

Railway division superintendent decided to keep the old

Central cabooses for transportation of work crews.

1992 — Central Today

When theNorfolk Southern reorganized and became
(yet again) th&outhern Railway, it dissolved all of its
divisions, including the giants such as Marfolk &

Western Division. Sadly, in November 1994 tiNorfolk

Southern Corporation discontinued its steam excursion

program and retired its entire steam fleet in Janw895.

Luckily, theCentral Model Railway & Historical
Association(formed in 1992) was able to “rescue” the
old Central Railway locomotives and coaches before
they went up for auction at tidorfolk Southern’s
steam shops in Birmingham. With extensive assistanc
from Norfolk Southern track crews (tax deductible, of
course)CMR&HA was able to restore some of the
original lines around Central and under Federa(&Q(3)
tax codes was able to establish a “rare mileagelirsion
route of about 41 miles down the forniéue Ridge
Railway segment of th€entral Railway that runs from
Walhalla to Belton s
