for Lincoln Energy Solutions in Greenville, SC fogp
of employees thought an HO-scale model custom
decorated would make a special gift for the comjgny
owner, and they asked me to do the work upon wferr
from the Greenville & Western Railroad’s Steven
Hawkins.

Lincoln Energy Solutions is an ethanol processaor @re
of the G&W's clients. They do not own any cargtefir
own, so this was going to be a prototype, origdesdign.
They already had a company logo, and that provikded
basis for design and color. The logo, however,ecton
me as a low-resolution image file. | had to redthes
logo with my AutoCad program, along with all of the
other standard markings and data for current-dagnet
tanks. Then, | imported my drawing into PhotoShop,
where | color matched my graphics to the logo.

Before | began work on the model | produced a @alor
drawing depicting black-painted and white-paintadsc
with logos and markings for my client to review.
Fortunately, since | print decals in-house with-eotbr
inkjet printer, the white-painted car was preferrddhat
meant | could print the decals onto clear decal &hd
the decals would appear true-to-color as the wiaist
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on the model shows through the
translucent image color. Paint
colors other than white require
an opague background on
decals, which means | usually
have to outsource those -- unless
the model is for a second-hand,
black-out paint scheme, like |
did for Dale Reynolds’
Clinchfield Coal SW-1.

The production-run Athearn
model came with photo-etched
metal platforms, metal wheels,
and double-shelf couplers. No
undecorated models were
available, so I had to strip the
factory paint and markings with
91% isopropyl alcohol. | used
an aluminum foil pan as a “body bath” for the @ard,
with light scrubbing of an old toothbrush, the paias
stripped in one evening.

Once the paint was stripped | washed the car parts
soapy water and set it out to dry on a paper toete it
was dry, | sprayed the car with PolyScale Reefeit&Vh
and printed the decals. The came the tough paldr. ¢
matching the yellow paint for the spill band to the
company logo. After sampling every yellow paintocd
had on hand, | ended up purchasing a bottle of TTX
Yellow.

I masked off the spill band using regular Scotgieta
since it has a nice, clean edge and is usually tkind
release itself from what's beneath it. | also vaeghthe
ends of the car in clean, white printer paper éogé-
scale masking. | sprayed the car again with Rébftte
to make sure the edges of the tape were sealey If
color were to bleed beneath onto the white, I'dqré
be the same color! One the white was dry, | sgidlye
TTX Yellow.

Upon removal of the tape and paper something did no
look right. The paint job was beautifully donet hen
