Sold to Locomotive Marketing Inc. Birmingham, AL, 1984. Eventually owned by Ralph Day, Biddeford Station, Inc.
Biddeford ME 1984 then by Will Harris, North Fork Lumber Co, 2002 (North Fork & Western RR Inc. (still with the
number 2) In 2014 a move was planned from the Biddeford location to Goshen VA to North Fork Lumber Coon Rt 39in
Goshen VA for restoration.
